Mel is said to have been the son of Conis and his wife, 
Darerca, the sister of Saint Patrick. Mel accompanied 
his uncle to Ireland and helped to evangelize in that 
country. Mel is said to have had no fixed diocese, 
which might be explained by his being a missionary. 
Saint Patrick himself built the church at Ardagh and 
to this he appointed his nephew, Mel. The cathedral 
at Ardagh is dedicated to Saint Mel. Acting upon the 
counsel of Saint Paul, Mel supported himself by work-
ing with his hands, and what he gained beyond bare 
necessities, he gave to the poor. The Feast of Saint 
Mel is on February 6th.

WHERE IN THE WORLD IS GOD 
Two travelers, distraught 
over the murder of someone 
they loved, were heading out 
of town. As they walked, 
they struggled to understand 
what happened and why God 
had abandoned them. They 
felt overwhelmed and alone. 
A kind stranger joined them 

in their journey, explained the recent events, and re-
minded them of God’s reliable love. The stranger 
turned out to be the very loved one they were griev-
ing. Although they hadn’t realized it, God was with 
them all along (Luke 24). 
Why can’t we find him? Events or experiences in 
our lives can lessen our awareness of God and make 
Him appear distant. Sometimes we are too worried, 
too sad, or too angry to find Him. For example, pre-
occupied by grief, the two travelers failed to recog-
nize God walking with them.   
Remember His promise. Trust in God is often hard-
est when it is most necessary. Remember, He prom-
ised never to abandon us. Whether or not we are 
aware of Him makes no difference. God never breaks 
a promise. 
Talk to Him. When the travelers opened their hearts 
to Jesus, He helped them to understand their situa-
tion, assured them that they were firmly in God’s 
care, and gave them peace and consolation. When we 
open our hearts to Jesus and tell Him everything, He 
will give us peace and consolation, too.  
 

THE GIFT OF WORK 
Work can feel like a treadmill. 
The routine can be exhausting 
and the job seem pointless. 
When we treat our labor as a gift 
back to God, there is an addi-
tional purpose to it than just a 
paycheck. “There is nothing bet-
ter for man than to eat and drink 

and provide himself with good things by his labors. 
Even this, I realized, is from the hand of 
God” (Ecclesiastes 2:24).
